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Item Title; Dare County Regional Airport Height Restriction Zoning Ordinance

Item Summary:
The Dare County Airport Authority has updated its existing 1978 height restriction zoning ordinance. A
copy of this ordinance and an executive summary is attached to the agenda summary sheet. The
executive summary details the need for the update and explains the ordinance in simple terms. This
ordinance is applicable to proposed structures that would exceed 50 feet in height in the surrounding areas
of the Dare County Regional Airport on Roanoke Island. A map is also included with the draft
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ordinance. It is important to note that the building height for the areas surrounding the
Dare County Regional Airport is 35 feet. Therefore, this draft ordinance will not impact
any proposed new construction projects that complies with the building height limit of 35
feet and is not retroactive for any structure in existence that may exceed 50 feet in height.
Telecommunications towers would be impacted by the airport ordinance but such
structures would need a variance from the height limit under the current zoning
regulations regardless of the existence of the airport overlay district. The draft
ordinance has been prepared Robert Hobbs, attorney for the Dare County Airport
Authority in consultation with former County Attorney Norma Mills. The FAA
regulations require that the ordinance be updated.

The draft ordinance is written as a separate document from the zoning ordinance however
a reference to the airport ordinance will be added to the zoning ordinance to increase
public awareness for those reviewing the zoning regulations. Therefore, the item has
been submitted for review by the Planning Board and Board of Commissioners for
approval similar to any other proposed zoning text amendment. A Public Hearing must
be conducted by the Board of Commissioners on the draft ordinance before it can be
adopted.  The Planning Board reviewed the draft ordinance on January 10, 2005 and
voted unanimously to recommend adoption.

Staff recommends that a Public Hearing on the draft ordinance be scheduled for 3:30 pm
on March 21, 2005.



EXECUTIVE SUMMARY TO ZONING ORDINANCE TO REGULATE HEIGHT OF
OBJECTS OVER FIFTY (50) FEET TALL AROUND THE DARE COUNTY
REGIONAL AIRPORT

WHAT THE NEW ORDINANCE DOES:

1. REPLACES the County's obsolete 1978 height restriction ordinance and Airport height
restriction map.

2. SPECIFIES an easy to apply 50 foot height minimum for a new structure in order for the
new ordinance to be triggered.

3. INCLUDES language required by the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA).
4. CHANGES and clarifies difficult and unenforceable language.

S. ADDS Ordinance reference to Chapter 22 (Zoning) of the Dare County Code of
Ordinances to ensure awareness of the existence of the new ordinance.

WHAT THE REVISED AIRPORT HEIGHT RESTRICTION ORDINANCE CONTAINS:
1. LANGUAGE STRUCTURE based on FAA model ordinance.
2. EASY-TO-USE STANDARD for use by the Dare County Building Inspector.

The Airport Authority is charged with review of approach surfaces, transitional surfaces,
horizontal surfaces, and conical surfaces, making these calculations, and issuing each Tall
Structure Certificate.

VARIANCES/APPEALS TO AIRPORT AUTHORITY’S ISSUANCE/NON-ISSUANCE OF
TALL STRUCTURE CERTIFICATE

1.

REVIEW of variances and appeals handled by Dare County Board of Adjustment, which
is unchanged from the current 1978 ordinance.

LIMITS TO SCOPE OF NEW ORDINANCE:

1.

NO CHANGE to County’s zoning on Roanoke Island (structure and tree heights up to 35
ft. already in place).

2. INFREQUENT TRIGGERING of Airport Authority review because most proposed
structures will fall within the preexisting 35 ft. restriction. The new ordinance will most
often be triggered by a proposed communications tower.

3. NOT AFFECTED: Existing structures, towers, and trees will be grandfathered in.

4, NOT MANDATED OR APPROVED: runway extensions. Height restrictions are
calculated only for current and existing runway length.

NEED FOR NEW ORDINANCE:

To continue receiving State and Federal grant funds for construction and improvements at the
Airport, the Dare County Airport Authority must:

1.

MEET new State of North Carolina requirement that local governments with zoning
jurisdictions on or near the airport must adopt a height restriction ordinance that meets
current FAA guidelines.

RELY on local zoning to enforce protected airspace because the Federal Aviation
Administration (FAA) has no enforcement powers vis-a-vis placement of structures into
regulated airspace.



Dare County should:

1. ENSURE pilot and passenger safety by keeping aircraft flight paths near the Airport free

of obstructions.

2. PROTECT its 10% investment in the Airport’s federal grants, i. e., most grants require
10% local funding.

3. ENSURE that improvements paid for using grant funds and Dare County tax dollars are

protected from obstructions that would render public airport improvements useless.

4, PROTECT the Airport from potential loss of all future federal/state grants for Airport
improvements.

OVERLAY DISTRICT ZONES:

The approach surfaces, transitional surfaces, horizontal surfaces, and conical surfaces described
in the new Airport height restriction ordinance and on the new Airport height restriction map are
prescribed by Federal Aviation Regulations Part 77, Objects Affecting Navigable Airspace. The
map describes three-dimensional surfaces extending upward and outward above the Airport. The
Airport, not the Building Inspector, would be charged with determining whether a proposed
structure affects one of these approach surfaces.

ZONING ORDINANCE TO REGULATE HEIGHT OF OBJECTS
OVER FIFTY (50) FEET TALL AROUND THE DARE COUNTY REGIONAL AIRPORT

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING AND RESTRICTING THE HEIGHT OF STRUCTURES
AND OBJECTS OF NATURAL GROWTH, AND OTHERWISE REGULATING THE USE
OF PROPERTY, IN THE VICINITY OF THE DARE COUNTY REGIONAL AIRPORT BY
CREATING THE APPROPRIATE ZONES AND ESTABLISHING THE BOUNDARIES
THEREOF; PROVIDING FOR CHANGES IN THE RESTRICTIONS AND BOUNDARIES
OF SUCH ZONES; DEFINING CERTAIN TERMS USED HEREIN; REFERRING TO THE
DARE COUNTY REGIONAL AIRPORT ZONING MAP WHICH IS INCORPORATED IN
AND MADE A PART OF THIS ORDINANCE; PROVIDING FOR ENFORCEMENT AND
APPEALS; AND IMPOSING PENALTIES.

This Ordinance is adopted pursuant to the authority conferred by Article 4 of Chapter 63 of the
North Carolina General Statutes, and by the laws of the State of North Carolina. It is hereby
found that an obstruction has the potential for endangering the lives and property of users of
Dare County Regional Airport and property or occupants of land in its vicinity; that an
obstruction may affect existing and future instrument approach minimums of Dare County
Regional Airport; and that an obstruction may reduce the size of areas available for the landing,
takeoff, and maneuvering of aircraft, thus tending to destroy or impair the utility of Dare County
Regional Airport and the public investment therein. Accordingly, it is declared:

(1)  that the creation or establishment of an obstruction has the potential of being a public
nuisance and may injure the region served by Dare County Regional Airport;

(2)  that it is necessary in the interest of the public health, public safety, and general welfare
that the creation or establishment of obstructions that are a hazard to air navigation be
prevented; and

(3)  that the prevention of these obstructions should be accomplished, to the extent legally
possible, by the exercise of the police power without compensation.

It is further declared that the prevention of the creation or establishment of hazards to air
navigation, the elimination, removal, alteration or mitigation of hazards to air navigation, or the
marking and lighting of obstructions are public purposes for which public funds may be raised
and expended, and land or interests in land may be acquired.

IT IS HEREBY ORDAINED by the County of Dare as follows:
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DRAFT

1. A new Section 22-27.6 shall be added to the Dare County, North Carolina Zoning
Ordinance that shall provide as follows:

SECTION 22-27.6: AO AIRPORT OVERLAY DISTRICT

The AO Airport Overlay District is established to regulate and restrict the height of structures
and objects of natural growth, and otherwise to regulate the use of property, in the vicinity of the
Dare County Regional Airport. The height limitations, requirements and other restrictions
pertaining to the AO Airport Overlay District are contained in Section 150.15 through and
including Section 150.26 of the Dare County, North Carolina Code of Ordinances.

2. Sections 150.15 through and including Section 150.28 of the Dare County, North
Carolina Code of Ordinances, are hereby repealed and shall be replaced with the following
provisions:

SECTION 150.15: SHORT TITLE

This Ordinance shall be known and may be cited as Dare County Regional Airport Height
Restriction Zoning Ordinance of 2005.

SECTION 150.16: DEFINITIONS
As used in this Ordinance, unless the context otherwise requires:
1. AIRPORT - Dare County Regional Airport.
2. AIRPORT AUTHORITY - The Dare County Airport Authority.

3. AIRPORT ELEVATION - The highest point of an airport's usable landing area measured
in feet above sea level.

4, APPROACH SURFACE - A surface longitudinally centered on the extended runway
centerline, extending outward and upward from the end of the primary surface and at the
same slope as the approach zone height limitation slope set forth in Section IV of this
Ordinance. In plan the perimeter of the approach surface coincides with the perimeter of
the approach zone.

5. APPROACH, TRANSITIONAL, HORIZONTAL, AND CONICAL ZONES - These
zones are set forth in Section IIT of this Ordinance.

6. BOARD OF ADJUSTMENT - The Dare County Board of Adjustment.
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DRAFT

CONICAL SURFACE - A surface extending outward and upward from the periphery of
the horizontal surface at a slope of 20 to 1 for a horizontal distance of 4,000 feet.

HAZARD TO AIR NAVIGATION - An obstruction determined to have a substantial
adverse effect on the safe and efficient utilization of the navigable airspace.

HEIGHT - For the purpose of determining the height limits in all zones set forth in this
Ordinance and shown on the zoning map, the datum shall be mean sea level elevation
unless otherwise specified.

HORIZONTAL SURFACE - A horizontal plane 150 feet above the established airport
elevation, the perimeter of which in plan coincides with the perimeter of the horizontal
zone.

LARGER THAN UTILITY RUNWAY - A runway that is constructed for and intended
to be used by propeller driven aircraft of greater than 12,500 pounds maximum gross
weight and jet powered aircraft.

NONCONFORMING USE - Any pre-existing structure, object of natural growth, or use
of land which is inconsistent with the provisions of this Ordinance or an amendment
thereto.

NONPRECISION INSTRUMENT RUNWAY - A runway having an existing instrument
approach procedure utilizing air navigation facilities with only horizontal guidance, or
area type navigation equipment, for which a straight-in nonprecision instrument approach
procedure has been approved or planned.

OBSTRUCTION - Any structure, growth, or other object, including a mobile object,
which exceeds a limiting height set forth in Section IV of this Ordinance.

PERSON - An individual, firm, partnership, corporation, company, association, joint
stock association, or governmental entity; includes a trustee, a receiver, an assignee, or a
similar representative of any of them.

PRECISION INSTRUMENT RUNWAY - A runway having an existing instrument
approach procedure utilizing an Instrument Landing System (ILS) or a Precision
Approach Radar (PAR). It also means a runway for which a precision approach system is
planned and is so indicated on an approved airport layout plan or any other planning
document.

PRIMARY SURFACE - A surface longitudinally centered on a runway. When the

runway has a specially prepared hard surface, the primary surface extends 200 feet
beyond each end of that runway. The width of the primary surface is set forth in Section
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150.17 of this Ordinance. The elevation of any point on the primary surface is the same
as the elevation of the nearest point on the runway centerline.

RUNWAY - A defined area on the Airport prepared for landing and take-off of aircraft
along its length.

STRUCTURE - An object, including a mobile object, constructed or installed by man,
including but without limitation, buildings, towers, cranes, smokestacks, earth formation,
and overhead transmission lines.

TRANSITIONAL SURFACES - These surfaces extend outward at 90 degree angles to
the runway centerline and the runway centerline extended at a slope of seven (7) feet
horizontally for each foot vertically from the sides of the primary and approach surfaces
to where they intersect the horizontal and conical surfaces. Transitional surfaces for
those portions of the precision approach surfaces, which project through and beyond the
limits of the conical surface, extend a distance of 5,000 feet measured horizontally from
the edge of the approach surface and at 90 degree angles to the extended runway
centerline.

TREE - Any object of natural growth.

UTILITY RUNWAY - A runway that is constructed for and intended to be used by
propeller driven aircraft of 12,500 pounds maximum gross weight and less.

VISUAL RUNWAY - A runway intended solely for the operation of aircraft using visual
approach procedures.

SECTION 150.17: AIRPORT OVERLAY DISTRICT

In order to carry out the provisions of this Ordinance, there is hereby created and established an
Airport Overlay (AO) District which includes all of the land lying beneath the approach surfaces,
transitional surfaces, horizontal surfaces, and conical surfaces as they apply to Dare County
Regional Airport. Such zones are shown on that certain map entitled "Dare County Airport
(MQI), Manteo, North Carolina, Airport Zoning Map," prepared by Talbert & Bright, Inc.,
Project No. 2301-0301, dated December 2003, a copy of which is attached to this Ordinance and
made a part hereof. An area located in more than one (1) of the following zones is considered to
be only in the zone with the more restrictive height limitation. The various zones are hereby
established and defined as follows:

1.

Utilitv Runwayv Nonprecision Instrument Approach Zone - The inner edge of this
approach zone coincides with the width of the primary surface and is 500 feet wide. The
approach zone expands outward uniformly to a width of 2,000 feet at a horizontal
distance 5,000 feet from the primary surface. Its centerline is the continuation of the
centerline of the runway. This zone applies to the Runway 17 and Runway 35 ends.
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Runway Larger Than Utility With A Visibilitv Minimum Greater Than 3/4 Mile
Nonprecision Instrument Approach Zone - The inner edge of this approach zone
coincides with the width of the primary surface and is 500 feet wide. The approach zone
expands outward uniformly to a width of 3,500 feet at a horizontal distance of 10,000 feet
from the primary surface. Its centerline is the continuation of the centerline of the
runway. This zone applies to the Runway 23 end.

Precision Instrument Runwayv Approach Zone - The inner edge of this approach zone
coincides with the width of the primary surface and is 1,000 feet wide. The approach
zone expands outward uniformly to a width of 16,000 feet at a horizontal distance of
50,000 feet from the primary surface. Its centerline is the continuation of the centerline of
the runway. This zone applies to the Runway 5 end.

Transitional Zones - The transitional zones are the areas beneath the transitional surfaces.

Horizontal Zone - The horizontal zone is established by swinging arcs of 5,000 feet radii
for all runways designated utility or visual and 10,000 feet for all others from the center
of each end of the primary surface of each runway and connecting the adjacent arcs by
drawing lines tangent to those arcs. The horizontal zone does not include the approach
and transitional zones.

Conical Zone - The conical zone is established as the area that commences at the
periphery of the horizontal zone and extends outward therefrom a horizontal distance of
4,000 feet.

SECTION 150.18: AIRPORT OVERLAY DISTRICT HEIGHT LIMITATIONS

Except as otherwise provided in this Ordinance, no structure shall be erected, altered, or
maintained, and no tree shall be allowed to grow in any zone created by this Ordinance to a
height in excess of the applicable height limit herein established for such zone. Such applicable
height limitations are hereby established for each of the zones in question as follows:

1.

Utilitv Runwav Nonprecision Instrument Approach Zone - Slopes twenty (20) feet
outward for each foot upward beginning at the end of and at the same elevation as the
primary surface and extending to a horizontal distance of 5,000 feet along the extended
runway centerline. This zone applies to the Runway 17 and Runway 35 ends.

Runwav Larger Than Utilitv With A Visibilitv Minimum Greater Than 3/4 Mile
Nonprecision Instrument Approach Zone - Slopes thirty-four (34) feet outward for each
foot upward beginning at the end of and at the same elevation as the primary surface and
extending to a horizontal distance of 10,000 feet along the extended runway centerline.
This zone applies to the Runway 23 end.
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Precision Instrument Runwav Approach Zone - Slopes fifty (50) feet outward for each
foot upward beginning at the end of and at the same elevation as the primary surface and
extending to a horizontal distance of 10,000 feet along the extended runway centerline;
thence slopes upward forty (40) feet horizontally for each foot vertically to an additional
horizontal distance of 40,000 feet along the extended runway centerline. This zone
applies to the Runway 5 end.

Transitional Zones - Slope seven (7) feet outward for each foot upward beginning at the
sides of and at the same elevation as the primary surface and the approach surface, and
extending to a height of 150 feet above the airport elevation which is 100 feet above
mean sea level. In addition to the foregoing, there are established height limits sloping
seven (7) feet outward for each foot upward beginning at the sides of and the same
elevation as the approach surface, and extending to where they intersect the conical
surface. Where the precision instrument runway approach zone projects beyond the
conical zone, there are established height limits sloping seven (7) feet outward for each
foot upward beginning at the sides of and the same elevation as the approach surface, and
extending a horizontal distance of 5,000 feet measured at 90 degree angles to the
extended runway centerline.

Horizontal Zone - Established at 150 feet above the airport elevation or at a height of 164
feet above mean sea level.

Conical Zone - Slopes twenty (20) feet outward for each foot upward beginning at the
periphery of the horizontal zone and at 150 feet above the airport elevation and extending
to a height of 350 feet above the airport elevation.

Excented Height Limitations - Nothing in this Ordinance shall be construed as

prohibiting the construction or maintenance of any structure, or growth of any tree to a
height up to 50 feet above the surface of the land.

SECTION 150.19: USE RESTRICTIONS

Notwithstanding any other provisions of this Ordinance, no use may be made of land or water
within any zone established by this Ordinance in such a manner as to create electrical
interference with navigational signals or radio communication between the airport and aircraft,
mabke it difficult for pilots to distinguish between airport lights and others, result in glare in the
eyes of pilots using the airport, impair visibility in the vicinity of the airport, create bird strike
hazards, or otherwise in any way endanger or interfere with the landing, takeoff, or maneuvering
of aircraft intending to use the Airport.
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SECTION 150.20: NONCONFORMING USES

Regulations Not Retroactive - The regulations prescribed by this Ordinance shall not be
construed to require the removal, lowering, or other change or alteration of any structure
or tree not conforming to the regulations as of the effective date of this Ordinance, or
otherwise interfere with the continuance of nonconforming use. Nothing contained
herein shall require any change in the construction, alteration, or intended use of any
structure, the construction or alteration of which was begun prior to the effective date of
this Ordinance, and is diligently prosecuted.

Marking and Lighting - Notwithstanding the preceding provision of this Section, the
owner of any existing nonconforming structure or tree is hereby required to permit the
installation, operation, and maintenance thereon of such markers and lights as shall be
deemed necessary by the Airport Authority to indicate to the operators of aircraft in the
vicinity of the airport the presence of such airport obstruction. Such markers and lights
shall be installed, operated, and maintained at the expense of the Airport Authority.

SECTION 150.21: PERMITS AND VARIANCES

Determination Whether Certificate is Required - If the Dare County Building Inspector
receives an application for a building permit affecting property within the Airport
Overlay (AO) District, and if such application indicates that a proposed structure will be
more than fifty (50) feet tall as measured from ground level, the Dare County Building
Inspector shall inform the applicant that the application cannot be approved by the Dare
County Building Inspector until the applicant receives a Tall Structure Certificate from
the Dare County Airport Authority.

Tall Structure Certificate Required for Future Uses - If the Dare County Building
Inspector determines that a proposed structure requires a Tall Structure Certificate, no
material change shall be made in the use of land, no structure shall be erected or
otherwise established, and no tree shall be planted in the Airport Overlay (AO) District
unless a Tall Structure Certificate shall have been applied for and granted by the Dare
County Airport Authority. Each application for a Talil Structure Certificate shall be upon
a form published for that purpose and shall indicate the purpose for which the Tall
Structure Certificate is desired, with sufficient particularity so that the Dare County
Airport Authority can determine whether the resulting use, structure, or tree would
conform to the regulations of the Airport Overlay (AQ) District. If the Dare County
Airport Authority determines that the resulting use, structure, or tree would conform to
the regulations of the Airport Overlay (AQO) District, the Dare County Airport Authority
shall issue a Tall Structure Certificate to the applicant. Upon the issuance by the Dare
County Airport Authority of the Tall Structure Certificate, the Dare County Building
Inspector may consider all requirements of the Airport Overlay (AO) District as having
been met. The Dare County Airport Authority shall not issue a Tall Structure Certificate
for a use that is inconsistent with the provisions of the Airport Overlay (AO) District,

unless a variance has been approved in accordance with Subsection 5 of this Section
150.21.

Existing Uses - The Dare County Airport Authority shall not grant a Tall Structure
Certificate that would allow the establishment or creation of an obstruction or permit a
nonconforming use, structure, or tree to become a greater hazard to air navigation than it
was on the effective date of this Ordinance or any amendments thereto or than it is when
the application for a Tall Structure Certificate is made.

Nonconforming Uses Abandoned or Destroved - Whenever the Dare County Airport
Authority determines that a nonconforming tree or structure has been abandoned or more
than eighty percent (80%) torn down, physically deteriorated, or decayed, the Dare
County Airport Authority shall not grant a Tall Structure Certificate that would allow
such structure or tree to exceed the applicable height limit or otherwise deviate from the
requirements of the Airport Overlay (AO) District.

Variances - Any person desiring to erect or increase the height of any structure, or permit
the growth of any tree, or use property, not in accordance with the regulations of the
Airport Overlay (AO) District, may apply to the Dare County Board of Adjustment for a
variance from such regulations. The application for variance shall be accompanied by a
determination from the Federal Aviation Administration as to the effect of the proposal
on the operation of air navigation facilities and the safe, efficient use of navigable
airspace. Such variances shall be allowed where it is duly found that a literal application
or enforcement of the regulations will result in unnecessary hardship, and relief granted
will not be contrary to the public interest, will not create a hazard to air navigation, will
do substantial justice, and will be in accordance with the spirit of the Airport Overlay
(AO) District. No application for variance to the requirements of the Airport Overlay
(AQ) District may be considered by the Dare County Board of Adjustment unless a copy
of the application has been furnished to the Dare County Airport Authority for advice as
to the aeronautical effects of the variance. Upon receipt of a copy of such application, the
Dare County Airport Authority may consult with the North Carolina Department of
Transportation—Division of Aviation, and the Federal Aviation Administration,
regarding the aeronautical effect of the proposed variance. The Dare County Airport
Authority shall have up to ninety (90) days to present its response to the Dare County
Board of Adjustment. During such ninety (90) day period, the Dare County Airport
Authority may study the application and obtain such comments and approvals from the
North Carolina Department of Transportation—Division of Aviation and the Federal
Aviation Administration, as may be requested by the Dare County Airport Authority. If
the Dare County Airport Authority has not completed its review and/or has not received
such comments and approvals from the North Carolina Department of Transportation—
Division of Aviation and the Federal Aviation Administration during such ninety (90)
day period, the Dare County Airport Authority may file with the Dare County Board of
Adjustment within such ninety (90) day period, a request for an extension of time to
complete its review of the application, which extension request shall be granted or denied
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by the Dare County Board of Adjustment. If the Dare County Airport Authority does not
present its response or request for extension to the Dare County Board of Adjustment
within such ninety (90) day period, the Dare County Board of Adjustment may act on its
own to grant or deny said application.

Obstruction Marking and Lighting - Any Tall Structure Certificate or variance granted by
the Dare County Airport Authority may, if such action is deemed advisable to implement
the purpose of this Ordinance and be reasonable in the circumstances, be so conditioned
as to require the owner of the structure or tree in question to install, operate, and
maintain, at the owner's expense, such markings and lights as may be necessary. If
deemed proper by the Dare County Airport Authority, this condition may be modified to
require the owner to permit the Dare County Airport Authority at its own expense, to
install, operate, and maintain the necessary markings and lights.

SECTION 150.22: ENFORCEMENT

If the Dare County Airport Authority has determined that the provisions of this
Ordinance have been violated, it shall notify the Dare County Building Inspector of the
violations. It shall be the duty of the Dare County Building Inspector to enforce the
regulations of the Airport Overlay (AO) District, but only after being advised of a
violation by the Dare County Airport Authority.

Each violation of the Airport Overlay (AO) District or of any regulation, order, or ruling
promulgated hereunder shall be punishable as provided by Section 63-35 of the North
Carolina General Statutes, as amended.

Dare County may institute in any court of competent jurisdiction, an action to prevent,

restrain, correct, or abate any violation of this Ordinance, pursuant to Section 63-35 of
the North Carolina General Statutes, as amended.

SECTION 150.23: APPEALS

The Dare County Board of Adjustment shall hear and decide appeals from any order,
requirement, decision, or determination made by the Dare County Airport Authority in the
administration and enforcement of the regulations governing the Airport Overlay (AO) District.
Any notice of appeal specifying the grounds thereof shall be filed with the Dare County Board of
Adjustment. The Procedures of the Board of Adjustment set forth in Section 152.11 of the Dare
County Code of Ordinances shall apply to appeals under the Airport Overlay (AO) District. The
Dare County Board of Adjustment shall furnish to the Dare County Airport Authority a copy of
such notice of appeal.
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SECTION 150.24: CONFLICTING REGULATIONS
Where there exists a conflict between any of the regulations or limitations prescribed in this
Ordinance and any other regulations applicable to the same area, whether the conflict be with

respect to the height of structures or trees, and the use of land, or any other matter, the more
stringent limitation or requirement shall govern and prevail.

SECTION 150.25: SEVERABILITY
If any of the provisions of this Ordinance or the application thereof to any person or
circumstances are held invalid, such invalidity shall not affect other provisions or applications of
the Ordinance which can be given effect without the invalid provision or application, and to this
end, the provisions of this Ordinance are declared to be severable.
SECTION 150.26: EFFECTIVE DATE

This Ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after the passage of this Ordinance by
the Dare County Board of Commissioners.
